St. Boniface, Bishop & Martyr
Tb 1:8; 2:1b-8 Mk 12:1-12

“St. Boniface, a monk of Exeter in England, is
one of the great figures of the Benedictine Order
and of the monastic apostolate in the Middle
Ages. Gregory II sent him to preach the Gospel

2 in Germany. He evangelized Hesse, Saxony and
Thurlngla and became Archbishop of Mainz. He well earned the
title of Apostle of Germany, and Catholic Germany in our own
times still venerates him as its father in the faith. He was put to
death by the Frisians at Dokkum in 754 during the last of his
missionary journeys. The famous abbey of Fulda, where his body
lies, has remained the national shrine of Catholic Germany.”

“St. Norbert was born at Xanten near Cologne
; about the year 1080. As a young cleric he
=) i resided at the court of the Archbishop of

S il Cologne and then at that of the emperor where

| (\@ he allowed himself to be influenced by the spirit
of the world. But he was won back by grace; caught by a storm
during a journey on horseback he made up his mind to take his
clerical obligations seriously. After ordination to the priesthood
he devoted himself to itinerant preaching. In 1120, on the advice
of the bishop of Laon, he settled in the forest of Voix, not far from
Soissons at a place called Premontre, in order to found a
community of regular Canons. In 1126 he was sent to what was
then one of the outposts of Christendom for he was appointed
archbishop of Magdeburg. He died in 1134.”

“St. Ephrem, called ‘the Harp of the Holy
Spirit,” is the great classic Doctor of the Syrian
church. As deacon at Edessa, he vigorously
combated the heresies of his time, and to do so
| more effectively wrote poems and hymns about
the mystenes of Christ, the Blessed Virgin and the saints. He had a
great devotion to Our Lady. He was a commentator on Scripture
and a preacher as well as a poet, and has left a considerable
number of works, which were translated into other Eastern
languages as well as into Greek and Latin. He died in 373.
Benedict XV proclaimed him a Doctor of the Church in 1920.”
